What level is the Access to HE Diploma?
It is a full level 3 qualification, equivalent

to A-Levels.

Who can study an Access to HE
Diploma?
Anyone aged 19 or over.

How long is the course?
One year of full-time study.

How much time will I spend in college?
2 days a week on campus plus
independent study.

How can | progress?

They are widely recognised by
universities and colleges for entry to
degree level courses.

How are they assessed?
Assessment varies depending on the
subject you study but can include
essays, reports, exams, assignments
and practical tasks.

If you do not already hold a
full level 3 qualification such
as 2 A-levels or a BTEC level
3 diploma and are aged
between 19-23 your course
will be FREE.

If you already have a level 3
qualification, or you are aged
24 or over, you will have to pay

for your course. You can apply
for an Advanced Learner Loan
to help with courses fees. The
good news is, if you complete
a degree after your access
course your loan will be written
off so your course will be FREE.

Advanced Learner Loans
You can apply for an
Advanced Learner Loan to
help with the costs of tuition.
Loan eligibility does not
depend on your income and
there are no credit checks.
